PURPOSE:
This Guideline encourages the use of International Maritime Organization (IMO) standardized forms for the reporting of MARPOL I-VI waste deliveries by ships and port reception facilities.
APPLICABILITY:
All Marshall Islands flag vessels subject to MARPOL calling on ports in the United States (U.S.) are encouraged to utilize these forms.  The use of these forms by such vessels on a world-wide basis also is encouraged.

Form use is voluntary.  There is no current U.S. or international legal requirement for the utilization of the standardized forms by a ship or facility.  However, shipowners/operators should take note that the United States Coast Guard is expected to hold pubic meetings this spring to discuss making use of the forms mandatory, possibly through Notice of Arrival/Departure requirements.

GUIDELINES:

1.0
Ships making port calls in the U.S. should utilize the following IMO standardized forms to provide advanced notice and track the delivery of MARPOL I-VI wastes to port reception facilities.
1.1
Advanced Notification Form (ANF) for Waste Delivery to Port Reception Facilities (MEPC.1/Circ.644):  Some port reception facilities require advance notification from the ship of its intention to use the facilities.  The master of a ship should send a copy of the ANF to the relevant Captain of the Port 24 hours in advance of arrival at a U.S. port or upon departure of the previous port, if the voyage is less than 24 hours. 
1.2
Waste Delivery Receipt (WDR) Form (MEPC.1/Circ.645):  This form should be provided by a designated representative of a reception facility to the master of a ship from which waste has just been delivered.

Both the ANF and WDR should be retained on board the vessel with the appropriate Oil Record Book, Cargo Record Book or Garbage Record Book.

Copies of the ANF and WDR are provided in Appendix A to this Guideline.  These forms are identical in content to the sample formats provided in MN 2-014-2 that describes procedures for the reporting of allegations of inadequate port reception facilities worldwide to the Administration.
