Issuance of Marshall Islands Marine Notices.

PURPOSE:
This Marine Notice establishes and describes the use of Marine Notices by the Office of the Maritime Administrator to promulgate Administration policy and National requirements on marine safety, security and environmental protection issues and other related matters not otherwise specifically addressed by the Marshall Islands Maritime Act or Regulations.  This Notice supersedes Rev. 1/02.

APPLICABILITY:
Marine Notices setting forth mandatory requirements shall be construed to have the effect and applicability of Rules promulgated under the provisions of the Marshall Islands Maritime Act and Regulations.  Each Notice identifies those parties to whom the Notice is applicable.  For example, this Notice applies to all shipowners, operators, Masters and officers of Marshall Islands flag vessels, Agents and Recognized Organizations (ROs).

REQUIREMENTS:
1.0
Numbering

The Marine Notices are numbered according to the corresponding Maritime Regulation 
(MI-108).  For example, MN 2-013-4 which addresses the Administration's more specific requirements for Shipboard Oil Pollution Emergency Plans and the approval procedures, is an expansion on the more general Maritime Regulation 2.13 describing Administration requirements for the overall Prevention of Pollution by Oil from Ships.  The last digit, 4, is an issue control number.

2.0
Index
An index of Marine Notices in effect will be published and electronically distributed periodically as Notices are issued, amended or deleted.  Each Notice is dated by original issue date or revision date.  The appropriate effective date is reflected in the index.  Those which have been revised or are new since the previous edition of the index are highlighted with an asterisk (*).

3.0
Maintenance
Marshall Islands Maritime Regulations require that shipowners and Masters ensure that the Marine Notices are maintained on board and that the contents of each is properly disseminated to and understood by all persons affected by or having an interest in the subject matter.  The Marine Notices should be considered an integral part of an effectively implemented and maintained Safety Management System as required by the International Safety Management (ISM) Code, IMO Res. A.741(18), Section 1.2.3.2.

4.0
Recognized Organizations
In accordance with those Agreements entered into between the Office of the Maritime Administrator and Recognized Organizations (ROs) under which the ROs have been authorized to perfume certain functions for and on behalf of the Republic of the Marshall Islands, those Marine Notices relevant to the implementation and enforcement of international instruments shall be considered annexed to those Agreements and extensions of the ROs’ authorizations.
