Cancel Marine Safety Advisory 39-05. 

MSA 39-05 has been modified and reissued as Marine Safety Advisory 40-05.

Effective immediately, the Marshall Islands Maritime Administration has set a MANDATORY MARSEC LEVEL II in all ports in NIGERIA.

The raise in Marsec Level is due to a general increase in the number of stowaway and piracy activities, as well as, an announcement from the Minister Of Transport & Chairman of the Presidential Implementation Committee on Maritime Safety and Security (PICOMSS), Nigeria, setting mandatory MARSEC LEVEL II for the Niger Delta due to on-going regional crisis.

Marsec Level II will remain in effect in Nigeria until further notice.

Ships arriving in the affected area are required to report setting of MARSEC LEVEL II to the Administration via e-mail to maritime@register-iri.com.
