ELECTRONIC NOTICE OF INTENT (eNOI) SUBMISSIONS

All owner and/or operators who have applied for a Vessel General Permit (VGP) online using the Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA’s) eNOI system are advised to carefully check the printable version of their eNOI application along with the response confirmation document that is to be held onboard the vessel.

Due to a malfunction in EPA’s software, data that you entered regarding the onboard treatment system of your vessel may not have been captured.  This problem is known to have existed up to 10 September 2009, but may have continued to occur beyond this timeframe.

If you discover eNOI and/or confirmation documents that do NOT contain the onboard treatment system data, you must edit and resubmit each affected eNOI by adding the missing information.  These edited versions must be re-certified by the certifying official within your company before submitting them again.
For those of you that need to resubmit, EPA has asked that the following procedure be followed in making modifications to your application in the eNOI system:

1.
Log into your CDX account, click SWENOI under available account profiles, select vessels ENOI, click “next.”

2.
In the actions drop down menu on the Notice of Intent (NOI) you would like to edit, select “edit,” click “go.”
3.
Next to each section (vessel owner/operator information, vessel information, etc...) will be a small “edit” button. Click the “edit” button next to the section that needs edits, and make the changes to the form.
4.
Continue clicking “next” at the bottom of the page until you come to the large red stop sign at the top of the page.
5.
Review and confirm the information that has been entered previously, if no further edits need made, click “confirm and continue” in the bottom right of the page.
6.
Re-Certify

a.
If your role is staff, scroll to bottom of the next page that displays, and click “Send to certifying official.” Complete the certifier’s name, title and email, click “Submit.” The certifier will need to log in and certify the modifications the staffer made.

b.
If you are certifier, scroll to bottom of the next page that displays, click “certify,” enter answers to security questions, read and accept the certification statement by clicking “I accept,” and click “submit.”
PAPER NOI SUBMISSIONS
Owners and/or operators who intend to submit or have recently submitted paper NOIs to EPA should expect a delay in the processing of these applications.  As of 2 March 2010, the NOI Processing Center (Center) is temporarily closed as it is undergoing some management changes and the EPA is unable to obligate money toward the Center while reviewing these changes.  Although the Center hopes to be up and running again in the near future – possibly within a week, a backlog of paper NOIs is expected.  The Center, therefore, encourages the electronic submission of all VGP applications.  This is because the eNOI system is an automatic, self-supporting system that is not impacted by the closure.
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
