Please be advised that ships in Turkish waters are at risk to be fined for pumping out ballast water, even if it’s clean, the West of England P&I club warned today.

This risk derives from rigorous enforcement of a widely interpreted provision regarding waste discharge.
Although it could happen anywhere in Turkish waters, the highest risk is off Istanbul.  In almost all cases, the fine must be paid in cash, with limited chance of successful appeal.
A ship can even be fined if it is under repair at a Turkish yard and pollution is caused by the negligence of the yard’s workers.
Ships should avoid deballasting and allowing substances – including laundry and shower water – that may be construed as pollutants from reaching the sea while in Turkish waters.
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
